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INTRODUCTION [↵] 

 

The chief reason this Bible was written is the chief reason you should be 

reading it, and it is found in the name itself, the Chiastic Bible.  

Definition of chiasm. A chiasm (also called a chiasmus) is a literary 

device in which a sequence of words, phrases, sentences, paragraphs, or 

sections are presented and then repeated in reverse order. The result is a 

“mirror” effect as the ideas are “reflected” back in a passage. Each idea 

is connected to its “reflection” by a repeated word, often in a related 

form. The term chiasm comes from the Greek letter chi, which looks like 

our letter X.  

The structure of a chiasm is usually expressed through a series of 

letters, each letter representing a new idea. For example, the structure 

ABBA refers to two ideas (A and B) repeated in reverse order (B and A). 

Often, a chiasm includes another idea in the middle of the repetition: 

ABXBA. In this structure, the two ideas (A and B) are repeated in reverse 

order, but a third idea is inserted before the repetition (X). By virtue of 

its position, the insertion is emphasized. Typically, the “reflected” 

letters, of a labelled chiasm are marked with apostrophes (such as B’ and 

A’). For example, 

{1 John 3:9} 

A. No one born of God  

B. commits sin;  

X. for God’s seed abides in him,  

B’. and he cannot sin  

A’. because he is born of God. 

Chiastic layers. Another characteristic of chiasms is that there can be 

chiasms within chiasms, like the peeling of an onion. You will find many 

examples of this in the body of the text in this Bible. 

Chiastic benefits. Chiastic structures are helpful in the following ways: 

1. Mnemonic device. The reversal of sounds in a chiasm creates 

euphony and rhythm which can be memorable. Thus, it serves as 

an aid to memorization and in teaching and sermon presenta-

tion.   
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2. Clarity. The comparison and contrast resulting from mirroring 

the elements of a passage helps give unity and clarity to the 

meaning of a passage.  

3. Context. A chiasm is cohesive and resonant. When all the parts 

are connected, then they are all of a whole and, therefore, the 

context is better understood. 

4. Truthfulness. A chiasm serves to communicate and reinforce 

truth. One study has shown that esthetically pleasing expres-

sions, particularly those in a chiastic structure, evoke stronger 

feelings of truthfulness.a  

Authenticity 

The Chiastic Bible is not an original translation from the Greek but is 

derived from a set of English translations based on the Byzantine 

Majority Text family of Greek manuscripts. They include the following: 

 World English Bible (WEB). An English translation created by 

volunteers with oversight by Michael Paul Johnson and deemed 

complete in 2020. This version is based on the Byzantine 

Majority Text. 

 Byzantine Text Version. An English version translated and 

compiled by Robert Adam Boyd, ISBN 979-8-84726-292-7. This 

translation is based on The New Testament in the Original Greek: 

Byzantine Textform 2018 by Robinson and Pierpont. 

 bTextus Receptus Bibles. An online resource listing the text of 

most of the Textus Receptus Bibles in parallel, including the KJV. 

As noted, this Bible is heavily reliant on English translations based 

on the Byzantine Majority Text (MT) over and above the Nestle-

Aland/UBS text (NU), also known as the Critical Text (CT). The reason 

behind this decision came down to an understanding of the superiority 

of the Majority Text. The readily available online article, The Case for 

Byzantine Priority, by Maurice A. Robinson and William G. Pierpont, was 

helpful in this regard. The other major factor is the understanding that 

the two primary manuscripts in the Critical Text family, Codex Vaticanus 

and Codex Sinaiticus, are not as authentic as most believe them to be.

Acrostics. An acrostic is a literary form in which each verse is started 

with one of the successive 22 letters of the Hebrew alphabet. There are 

nine acrostics in the Psalms (i.e. 9, 10, 25, 34, 111, 112, 119, and 145). 

There are three possible reasons for its use: as an aid to memorization, 

as a representation of the full breadth and depth of the topic, and as an 

aesthetically attractive form of liturgy. No effort was made in this 

translation to replicate this pattern. 

Alliteration. An alliteration is a literary device that involves repeating 

the same letter or sound at the beginning of neighboring words. For 

example, “She sells seashells by the seashore.” Particularly in the 

Psalms, the intent is to emphasize key terms and phrases. 

Chiastic codes. At the top of each psalm, you will find a code, and 

example of which looks like, “[PS:B1A.b3]”. This represents: Psalms 

(“PS”), Book1 (“B1”), Collection A, Group b, Item 3. Refer back to the 

introduction of each Book (1-5) to understand the labelling used for 

each psalm.

Books 1 and 2) to the exile of David and Israel (in Book 3) to the 

establishment of Yehovah’s kingdom (in Book 4) to the coming kingdom 

of a New David (in Book 5).

It is recognized by many that the Psalter moves from David, son of Jesse 

(Books 1–2), to David’s sons (Book 3), to a greater David who would 

fulfill the promise of 2 Samuel 7 (Books 4–5). As an introduction to the 

whole Psalter, Psalm 2 puts on alert to see this Son, and the rest of the 

Psalms should be read with an eye for the son of David who would rule 

in Zion. 

Historically, Book 1–2 tell the history of David, son of Jesse. In fact, 

Psalm 72:20 makes it clear that the historical David will no longer be in 

view in Books 3–5, when it reads, “The prayers of David, the son of Jesse, 

are ended.” What is important here is the reference to Jesse. There will be 

other Davidic psalms after Psalm 72—Psalm 72 itself is probably a 

Davidic prayer for Solomon—but after Psalm 72 all Psalms of David 

should be read in a different historical context. 

This historical (dis)placement makes the rest of psalms of David 

typological in nature. That is, these psalms of David will be used to speak 

of the office of the king more than the man David himself. In fact, I would 

argue that the placement of these Davidic psalms is highly relevant for 

understanding books 3, 4, 5. 

For example, in Book 3 we find an historical account of the fall of David’s 

throne. As I argued in a sermon on these psalms, I believe that Psalms 

73–89 follow the history of David’s throne as told in the book of 2 

Chronicles (see picture). In this Book, only one Psalm is Davidic, and 

importantly it is found in conjunction with Hezekiah restoration of 

Jerusalem in 2 Chronicles 29–32. 

Moving to Book 4, what is most important is the way Book 3 ends. Like 

Psalm 72:20, which tells of the end of David’s life, Psalm 89:39 reads, 

“You have renounced the covenant with your servant; you have defiled 

his crown in the dust.” This verse highlights the ending of David’s throne, 

an event that took place when God exiled David’s royal house in Babylon. 

Thus, Book 4 begins with no son of David on the throne in Jerusalem. 

Israel is in exile and like their days in Egypt, the offspring of Abraham 

need to be rescued again. So begins Book 4, with a Psalm of Moses, as it 

tells how God would rescue his people from bondage. 

The Man Moses. While Moses has been mentioned previously in the

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Psalms (see Ps. 77:20), Book 4 is where we find him most. Not only is 

Psalm 90 attributed to him, but his name shows up in Psalm 99:6; 103:7; 

105:26; 106:16, 23, 32. Additionally, as noted by David Mitchell (The 

Message of the Psalter), many interpreters have assigned Psalms 91–99 

to Moses. Because none of these psalms have a name in the 

superscription, it is plausible they could or should be identified with 

Moses. 

The importance of Moses in Book 4 is twofold. First, as with David, 

whose life formed a type or pattern for later kings in Israel, so Moses 

became the type identified with God’s exodus. In Book 4, we find 

Yehovah coming to rescue his people and to establish his throne in Zion. 

This follows the historical lines of the exodus(see Exodus 15), but it also 

follows the historical events of Israel’s return from Babylon. In fact, if we 

read the Psalms with Isaiah—and many commentators identify the 

language of Psalms 93–99 with Isaiah—then we have reason to identify 

Book 4 with the return from exile, i.e., a new exodus, where God brought 

Israel back to the land. 

Second, the focus on Moses also sets up a new Joshua in Book 5. 

Interestingly, Joshua as an historical figure is “missing” in Psalms 105–

06. Although Moses, Aaron, and Phinehas are all mentioned in this 

historical recounting of Israel’s exit from Egypt, Joshua—their peer—is 

not. But like his absence in Hebrews 11, Joshua is not just overlooked. 

Rather, as the one who brought Israel into the land (and shared the name 

of our Lord), Joshua is the figure greater than Moses who would finish 

what Moses started. 

In Israel’s history, there was a “Joshua” who came during the Second 

Temple (see Zechariah 3, 6). His life foreshadowed the coming of a 

greater Joshua and his royal and priestly identification matches up with 

the royal and priestly designation of the Savior found in Psalm 110. While 

the name Joshua is not found in Book 5, the Davidic king of Psalms 110 

and 118, which Jesus identifies with himself, is clearly the word-saturated 

man of Psalm 1. Significantly, the Psalm 1 man is a description that 

perfectly fits Joshua (see Joshua 1). 

Put all this together and we find that Book 4 of the Psalter, which trades 

on the ministry of Moses, is not the final step in the story of salvation. It 

is the penultimate step. We knew this already, because Book 4 is not the 

final book in the Psalms. However, what we may not have is a clear 

understanding of the relationship between these books. Psalms 93–100 

can sound like the coming of our Lord or the return of Christ. And there 

is a genuine connection. But based on its position between David’s fall 

(in Psalm 89) and the arrival of the greater David (in Book 5), I am 
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arguing that when the LORD comes to reign in Psalms 93–99, he is 

coming to his people Israel in the days where the exiles return to the 

physical temple in Jerusalem. 

This matches the three Major Prophets, as well as the book of Daniel, all 

of whom speak of Israel’s physical return to the land before the revival 

by the Spirit that will come with Christ. Indeed, as many rightly perceive, 

Israel remained in “exile” when Christ was born. This too matches what 

the prophets and the psalms give us: that God would return his people to 

Israel and from that place in the land, he would come to them in person. 

Books 4 and 5 tell this two-part story, and this is why I believe the 

enthronement of the LORD in Psalms 93–100 relates to the Second 

Temple and why Book 4 should be read as preparatory for Christ. The 

return from exile follows the shape of the exodus, and is a type of the 

coming of the LORD, but it is not the final iteration. The final coming is 

described in Book 5.

Notes on Book 1 (psalms 1-41) 

Four chiasms. As can be seem from the above outline, psalms 1-41 

neatly form a collection of four chiasms. 

Central psalms. The central psalm in each of the first three collections 

(A, B, and B’)—i.e. psalms 8, 19, and 29—have a similar creation theme 

and the ordering of mankind under Yehovah’s authority and covenant 

relationship with him. The final collection (A’) is one of the seven 

penitential psalms (6, 32, 38, 51, 102, 130, and 143) in the Book of Psalms. 

Although not an acrostic, its 22 verses gives it a sense of completeness.

Psalm 1. Blessed is the man who meditates on the Torah. 

Psalm 2. Blessed are the nations (i.e. “kings of the earth”) who serve 

Yehovah and give sincere homage to his Anointed. His “Anointed” meant 

Israel’s king, but also prophetically pointed to the coming Messiah. 

Psalms 3-7. Five laments. 

Psalm 8. Central psalm of this collection. Its focus is the glory of 

Yehovah and the dignity of mankind ordered under Yehovah’s reign. 

Psalms 9-13. Five laments. Psalms 9 and 10 are acrostics and have a 

common theme of seeking justice from Yehovah. 

Psalm 14. Contrasts the wicked with Yehovah’s people.

Notes on Psalms 15-24 (10 psalms) 

Psalm 15 and 24. These are call and response liturgy psalms in corporate 

worship. That is, the question (or questions) is raised by the choir leader 

(or leaders) and answered by the choir, or the choir asks the question and 

the response is given by the congregation. 

Psalm 18. A lengthy psalm of thanksgiving by David for God’s deliver-

ance in battle and God’s favor on him as king.  

Psalm 19. This central psalm is similar to the central psalm 8 of the first 

collection. Psalm 19 speaks of Yehovah’s glory in creation and man’s 

responsibility and great reward in keeping the Torah. 

Psalms 20-21. Psalm 20 is a prayer for the king to be victorious and 

Psalm 21 is a response from the king praising God for the victories 

granted. 

Psalm 22. In this psalm, David’s prayer for help was prophetic of Jesus’ 

words and events in his crucifixion and resurrection (see Matthew 27:35, 

39, 41, 43, 46; 28:10; Hebrews 2:10-12). 

Psalm 23. The most famous of the psalms. Presents a message of trust 

in God as a caring Shepherd. Jesus took on this symbolism as the Good 

Shepherd (John 10:11). Psalm 23 is traditionally sung by observant Jews 

during the third meal on the Sabbath. It is also sung during the Kiddush 

and at funeral services. 

Notes on Psalms 25-34 (10 psalms) 

Psalm 29. This central psalm is similar to the central psalms of the prior 

two collections—i.e. psalms 8 and 19—which have a creation theme and 

the ordering of mankind under Yehovah’s authority and covenant 

relationship with him. 

Psalms 26 and 32. These two psalms have antithetical parallelism.  

Psalms 27 and 31. These two psalms have synonymous parallelism. 

Psalms 28 and 30. These two psalms have synthetic parallelism. 

Notes on Psalms 35-41 (7 psalms) 

These seven psalms have a collective theme of lament due to betrayal 

and vows of trust in Yehovah. The laments are filled with moments of 

praise, wisdom, thanksgiving and ultimately trust in Yehovah.  
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Psalm 35 and 41. These two psalms are referenced in the New 

Testament in connection with Jesus (Psalm 35:19; John 15:25) and Judas 

(Psalm 41:9; John 13:18).  

Psalm 38. This psalm is one of the seven penitential psalms (6, 32, 38, 

51, 102, 130, and 143). Although not an acrostic, its 22 verses gives it a 

sense of completeness. Only a solitary note of trust is found in v.15.

a 1:1 Blessed [H835, 'ašrê; happy, blessed]:—the plural form of asherah is 

asherim, and may be a pun on ashurim (H838) which means “steps” and hence 
reinforces the walking on “the way” metaphor in this psalm. 

b 1:2 law [H8451, torah]:—lit. the “guide” or “teaching”. The meaning is 
therefore “teaching”, “doctrine”, or “instruction”. The Torah is known as 
the Pentateuch or the five books of Moses by Christians. It is known as the 
Written Torah in Jewish tradition. 

c 1:2 meditates [H1897, hāḡâ]:—lit. to “murmur” and by implication, to ponder. 
That is, to make a low muttering sound, which is typically what one does in 
meditation, if it is not done in silence. 

d 1:3 like a tree:—A tree flourishes when near a water source. This is particularly 
true in the land of Israel. An apt metaphor for enduring success—i.e. rooted, 
evergreen and fruitful. This is contrasted with the chaff which the wind drives 
away. 

e 1:5 will not stand:—given that the wicked are like chaff driven by the wind, 
they do not stand on anything. In the court of judgment, they have no 
foundation.

{40:3} “new song.” God hears and sets the feet of the psalmist on a 

secure rock and puts a “new song” in the psalmist’s mouth. The phrase 

“new song” (sheer hadash) occurs six times in the Psalter (33:3; 40:3; 

96:1; 98:1; 144:9; and 149:1), but the best insight into its meaning comes 

perhaps in Isaiah 42:10 (the only place where “new song” appears outside 

the Psalter). Isaiah 42 is a song of celebration of the “servant,” discussed 

four times in the book (42:1-9; 49:1-7; 50:4-11; and 52:13-53:12). In the 

context of Isaiah 42, the “new song” marks a new beginning, a radical 

change from what has come before.  Psalms 96 and 98, classified as 

Enthronement Psalms, psalms which celebrate the kingship of God over 

all the earth, contain the same sentiment. Recognizing God as king 

establishes a new world order–no human king can surpass the power and 

majesty of Yehovah king. The singer of Psalm 40 celebrates a new 

beginning after being rescued from the “pit” and the “bog.” 

{40:6-8} “a body.” Quoted in Hebrews 10:5-7 and applied to Jesus. 

There, the author quotes the LXX, which translates the second line of 

verse 6, “a body You have prepared for Me.” This was apparently an 

interpretive paraphrase, where they used a part (the ear) and expanded 

it to the whole body (F. F. Bruce, Commentary on the Epistle to the 

Hebrews [Eerdmans], p. 232). The Hebrew text (of Ps. 40:6) is literally, 

“My ears You have dug.” It has wrongly been interpreted to refer to the 

master’s piercing the servant’s ear with an awl (a different Hebrew word;

The psalms of Book 2 are noted as being Elohistic, that is, the use of 

Elohim predominates over the use of Yehovah in reference to God. Book 

2 also has many similarities to Book 3 (Psalms 73-89) – the Psalms of the 

Sons of Korah figuring prominently at the beginning of Book 2 with the 

Psalms of Asaph dominating Book 3. Both of them may have been a 

collection assembled for use during the exile in Babylon. This does not 

preclude the possibility that they were composed and collected much 

earlier, as I believe they likely were. It just means that they were finally 

collected and arranged during the exile.

But 

how does that promise align with Jerusalem’s destruction and the 

downfall of David’s line? The poem concludes (Ps. 89:49-51) by asking 

God to remember his covenant with David and to forgive his people. 

Book Three begins with Solomon crowned and enthroned (72), and 

concludes with David’s throne cast down to the dust (89). It moves from 

the glory of Solomon to darkness as the house of David falls.

Jehoshapat (2 Chron. 17-20). Jehoshapat initiated temple reforms, he 

sent Levites to teach the Law throughout Judah (ch. 17). Psalm 78 retells 

the history of Israel from the Law of Moses to the reign of David. 

Joash-Ahaz (2 Chron. 23, 24, and 28). Joash restored the temple, then 

desecrated it later in his life. Psalm 79 speaks of a defiled temple. Ahaz 

brought idols into Judah and fought with Assyria, Edom, Philistine. 

Psalm 83 refers to these nations. 

Hezekiah (2 Chron. 29-32). Hezekiah made priestly, temple reforms. 

When death visited Hezekiah, he cried to God, God prolonged his reign.

42 They did not remember his mighty hand, nor the day 

when he delivered them from the foe;  

{78:43-55} [2nd stanza: Yehovah’s praiseworthy deeds] 
43 how he performed his signs in Egypt, his wonders in the field of 
aZoan, 44 he turned their rivers into blood, their streams they could 

not drink.

He 

apportioned their inheritance by lot, and settled the tribes of Israel in 

their tents.

56 Yet they tested and rebelled against the Most High God, and did 

not keep his testimonies. 57 But fell back, and betrayed like their 

fathers, as unreliable as a faulty bow. 58 For they provoked him to 

anger with their high places, and moved him to jealousy with their 

graven images. 59 When God heard this, he was filled with wrath, 

and greatly abhorred Israel, 60 so that he abandoned the tabernacle at 

Shiloh, the tent in which he dwelt among men, 61 and allowed the ark 

of his strength to be captured, his glory into the hand of the enemy. 
62 He surrendered his people to the sword, against his heritage he was 

enraged. 63 Fire consumed their young men. Their virgins had no 

wedding song. 64 Their priests fell by the sword. Their widows made 

no lamentation. 65 Then the Lord awoke as one out of sleep, like a 

mighty man shaking off wine. 66 He beat back his foes and disgraced 

them forever. 67 Moreover he rejected the tent of Joseph, and the tribe 

of Ephraim he did not choose,

68 But chose the tribe of Judah, Mount Zion which he loved. 69 He built 

his sanctuary on the heights, like the earth which he founded forever. 70 

He also chose David his servant, and took him from the sheepfolds; 71 

from tending nursing ewes, he brought him to shepherd Jacob his people, 

and Israel his heritage. 72 He shepherded them with a pure heart, and 

guided them with skillful hands.

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Introduction to Book 4 (90-106) 

The God of Israel as the King of All Creation 

Book 4 is designed to respond to this crisis. In the opening poem, we 

return to Israel’s roots with a prayer of Moses (Ps. 90), describing his plea 

for God’s mercy after the golden calf incident. The center of Book Four is 

dominated by a group of prayers (ps. 93-99) that announce the Lord God 

of Israel as the true King of all creation. The trees, mountains, and rivers 

are summoned to celebrate the future day when God will bring his 

healing justice and Kingdom over all the world. 

In Book 4, we have five basic sections. They might be outlined like this. 

 3 Songs of Moses (Psalms 90–92) 

 7 Songs of Yehovah’s Enthronement (Psalms 93–99) 

 1 Song of Thanksgiving (Psalm 100) 

 3 Songs of David (Psalms 101–03) 

 3 Songs “of Moses” (Psalms 104–06) 

These five sections are labeled by  authorship, theme, and content. Let’s 

consider how they hang together. 

First, Moses wrote Psalm 90. Psalm 91 has no superscription, which often 

indicates, as with Psalm 9–10; 32–33; 42–43, that the second psalm (91) 

should be read with the first (90). This would group Psalms 90 and 91, 

which share many themes and words, as two songs of Moses. Then Psalm 

92, with its superscription, “a song for the sabbath” would easily be 

associated with Moses, as his law established the Sabbath for Israel. 

 

Second, Psalms 93–99 form a group focused on the theme “the LORD 

reigns” (93:1; 96:10; 97:1; 99:1). This is how Psalm 93:1 and 99:1 begin 

and end the section. Also, themes of God’s enthronement pervades these 

seven psalms. Importantly, Psalm 96 stands in the middle, citing almost 

verbatim 1 Chronicles 16:23–33. This citation connects Psalm 96 with 

the arrival of the ark in Jerusalem. And this arrival of the LORD is the 

same theme as Psalms 93–99. 

 

Surrounding, the center psalm (Psalm 96) are psalms that speak of 

Yehovah’s rule over the nations (see esp., 95:3; 96:4; 97:9). This is a 

theme that runs throughout these psalms and helps hold them together 
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too. Yehovah’s kingship will play a key role in understanding the 

storyline of the LORD coming to Zion. 

 

Third, Psalm 100 is a psalm of thanksgiving. It focuses on the worship of 

the people in the house of God, and as we will see, its placement comes 

after the LORD has arrived in Zion (Psalm 99). It also serves as bookend 

with Psalm 92. Psalm 92 introduces the theme of rest, and Psalm 100 

fulfills the promise, as the people are received into the house of God—

the place where God’s rest is given. Finally, Psalm 100 makes a bridge 

between the LORD’s kingship and two (or three) psalms of David, God’s 

appointed king. 

Fourth, Psalms 101–103 are associated with David. This is explicit in the 

superscriptions of the first (101) and last (103) psalms. Set in between, 

the psalm of affliction (“A Prayer of one afflicted, when he is faint and 

pours out his complaint before the Lord.”), may explain something of the 

experience of the king when he seeks to set up his rule. More on that 

below. 

Fifth and last, Psalms 104–106 round out the section. Going back in time, 

these psalms trace out themes from creation (Psalm 104), the 

redemption from Abraham to Moses (Psalm 105), and from Moses to the 

story of Israel rebelling against God in the Wilderness (Psalm 106). What 

holds these psalms together is their association with Moses and their 

historical content. Even more, Psalm 106 ends the same way that Psalm 

89 does. Just as Book 3 concluded with a need for Israel’s redemption, so 

does Book 4. 

Highlighting Israel’s ongoing exile, Psalm 106:47 reads, “Save us, O Lord 

our God, and gather us from among the nations, that we may give thanks 

to your holy name and glory in your praise.” This verse will set up Psalm 

107 and the redemption brought by the true Psalm 1 man. Still, our 

attention is not on that final book, but on Book 4 and its penultimate 

step towards Christ.

12 when they were few in number, of little account, and 

sojourners in it. 13 They wandered from nation to nation, from 

one kingdom to another. 14 He allowed no man to oppress them. 

He rebuked kings on their account: 15 “Do not touch my 

anointed ones; do my prophets no harm.”  

{vv.16-23}[Story of Joseph]  
16 He called for a famine on the land. He cut off their food 

supply. 17 He sent a man before them—Joseph, who was 

sold as a slave. 18 They bruised his feet with shackles. His 

neck was locked in irons, 19 until the time his predictions 

came to pass, and Yehovah’s word proved him true. 20 The 

king sent for him and released him; the ruler of peoples set 

him free. 21 He made him lord of his house, and ruler of all 

of his possessions, 22 to obligate his princes at his pleasure, 

and teach his elders wisdom. 23 Then Israel came to Egypt; 

Jacob sojourned in the land of Ham.  

24 He increased his people greatly, and made them 

stronger than their foes, 25 whose hearts he turned to 

hate his people,  and to conspire against them.

32 He gave them hail for rain, with lightning 

throughout their land. 33 He struck their vines and fig trees, 

and shattered the trees of their country.

{v.42}[Covenant with Abraham]  
42 For he remembered his holy promise to Abraham, his servant.  

43 He brought his people out with rejoicing, his chosen with singing. 44 He 

gave them the lands of the nations. They took possession of what others 

had worked for, 45 that they might keep his statutes, and observe his laws.

18 Fire blazed 

through their company; the flame consumed the wicked. 

{vv.19-23}[Golden calf]

image of a bull that eats grass. 21 They forgot God, their 

Savior, who had done great things in Egypt, 22 wondrous 

works in the land of Ham, awesome deeds at the Red Sea.

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Introduction to Book 5 (107-150) 

Songs of Ascent and Poems of Praise 

Book Five opens with a series of poems (Ps. 107-110) that affirms that 

God hears the cries of his people and will one day send the future King to 

defeat evil and bring about his Kingdom. It also contains two larger 

collections called the “Halle” (Ps 113-118) and the “Songs of Ascents” 

(Ps 120-136), both of which conclude with poems about the hope of the 

Messianic Kingdom (Ps 118 and 132). Right between these collections is 

Psalm 119, the longest poem in the Book of Psalms. It is composed in the 

order of the Hebrew alphabet and explores the wonder and beauty of the 

Torah as God’s word to his people. We see the themes from Psalms 1 and 

2, the Torah, and the Messianic hope combined here in Book Five. 

This brings us all the way back to the final, five-poem conclusion to the 

book of Psalms. In the center, Psalm 148 says that all creation is 

summoned to praise the God of Israel because he has “raised up a horn 

for his people” (Ps 148:14). This is a metaphor of a bull’s horn raised in 

victory. The image echoes back to the same metaphor used in Hannah’s 

song (1 Sam. 2:10) and earlier in Psalm 132:17. The horn is a symbol of 

the messianic king and his victory over evil— a fitting conclusion to this 

book.

Book 5 is the longest of the five books of psalms (by three psalms over 

Book 1). Its theme may be succinctly stated as: “Hallelujah! Yahweh 

Saves!” (although there is a great variety of psalms in this collection).   

There are three main segments of Book 5, each marked by “Give thanks” 

introductions and “Praise the Lord” conclusions. They are also 

distinguished by their Davidic authorship. The final five psalms are 

doxology and should probably be seen as corresponding to the entire 

collection of 150 psalms, rather than simply a conclusion to Book 5. 

Form Analysis of Psalms 107-150 

107-117: This is the first Davidic group (11 psalms) 

118-135: Framed by Psalms 118 and 135, this includes Psalm 
119 and the Songs of Ascents (120-134). Some of these 
psalms are attributed to David. There are 18 psalms in this 
group.

Etymology of “lovingkindness.” The word “lovingkindness” appears in 

the 1535 translation of the Bible by Myles Coverdale and William 

Tyndale, known as the Coverdale Bible. The word is a combination of the 

English words "loving" and "kindness". Coverdale created the word to 

translate the Hebrew word ḥeseḏ, which appears 248 times in the Hebrew 

Bible. The Coverdale Bible was the first complete modern English 

translation of the Bible.  

Instead, I use the term “covenant-love”.

One of the Hebrew words for “love”. It is difficult to translate into English 

because hesed has a range of meanings. It has been variously translated 

as: love, faithfulness, kindness, covenant-love, steadfast love, unfailing 

love, loyalty, mercy, and goodness. Hesed is not a romantic, infatuation 

kind of love, but a faithful, reliable love. It is the covenant love of 

marriage: “for richer for poorer, in sickness and in health, etc.” Hesed is 

one of the most fundamental characteristics of God, consistent with what 

we know about His covenantal nature.  

The most effective way to illustrate the meaning of hesed is to see it in 

action in the story of Ruth.

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In the book of Ruth, we meet Naomi in nothing less than a bleak situation. 

She is living in a foreign land and has lost not only her husband, but her 

two sons as well. While she has two beloved daughters-in-law, she makes 

the difficult decision to leave the life she and her family have established 

in Moab. 

Naomi decides to return to her native Judah and she is ready to start 

afresh. To this end, Naomi encourages her daughters-in-law, Orpah and 

Ruth, to stay in Moab with their families, and to find new husbands. 

But this is not the path which Ruth takes. Ruth remains with Naomi. And 

she even further solidifies her bond with Naomi, with her now famous 

declaration: 

“Do not urge me to leave you or return from following you. For 

where you go I will go, and where you lodge I will lodge. Your 

people shall be my people, and your God my God.” Ruth 1:16 

Ruth had every right to start anew and pursue a husband from within her 

own people. However, by affirming her fidelity to Naomi and the people 

of Israel, Ruth chose an unknown path. She was a widow and an outsider. 

But she was also a foreigner from a people the Israelites had enemy 

history with. 

She affirms how important Naomi is to her, despite these other 

considerations. Ruth clearly had a strong relationship with her mother-in-

law, so much so that she forsakes the easier path. Her display of hesed – 

the love and loyalty to Naomi is just one of multiple examples found 

throughout the story of Ruth. 

“Though the mountains be shaken, and the hills be removed, yet my 

unfailing love – hesed – for you will not be shaken.” — Isaiah 54:10

She is a tree of life to those who lay hold of her. Happy is everyone 

who retains her. 19 By wisdom Yehovah founded the earth. By 

understanding, he established the heavens.

21 My son, let them not depart from your eyes. Keep sound wisdom and 

discretion: 22 so they will be life to your soul, and adornment for your 

neck.

24 When you lie down, you will not be afraid. Yes, you will lie down, 

and your sleep will be sweet. 25 Do not be afraid of sudden fear, neither 
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of the desolation of the wicked, when it comes; 26 for Yehovah will be 

your confidence, and will keep your foot from being taken.  27 Do not 

withhold good from those to whom it is due, when it is in the power of 

your hand to do it.

11 You will groan at your latter end, when 

your flesh and your body are consumed,  

12 and say, “How I have hated instruction, and my heart despised 

reproof. 13 I haven’t obeyed the voice of my teachers, nor turned my ear 

to those who instructed me! 14 I have come to the brink of utter ruin, 

among the gathered assembly.”   

15 Drink water out of your own cistern, running water out of your own 

well. 16 Should your springs overflow in the streets, streams of water in 

the public squares? 17 Let them be for yourself alone,  

not for strangers with you. 18 Let your spring be blessed. Rejoice 

in the wife of your youth.  

19 A loving doe and a graceful deer— let her breasts satisfy 

you at all times. Be captivated always with her love. 20 For 

why should you,  

my son, be captivated with an adulteress? Why embrace the 

bosom of another?  

21 For the ways of man are before Yehovah’s eyes. He examines all his 

paths. 22 The evil deeds of the wicked ensnare him. The cords of his sin 

hold him firmly. 23 He will die for lack of instruction. In the greatness 

of his folly, he will go astray.

1 My son, if you have become collateral for your neighbor, if you have 

struck your hands in pledge for a stranger, 2 you are trapped [yaqs] by 

the words of your mouth; you are ensnared with the words of your 

mouth.  

3 Do this now, my son, and deliver yourself, since you have come 

into the hand of your neighbor.  

Go, humble yourself. Press your plea with your neighbor. 4 

Give no sleep to your eyes, nor slumber to your eyelids.  

5 Free yourself, like a gazelle from the hand of the hunter,  

like a bird from the snare of the fowler [yagus].   

6 Go to the ant, you sluggard. Consider her ways, and be wise;  

7 which having no chief, overseer, or ruler,  

8 provides her bread in the summer, and gathers her food in 

the harvest. 9 How long will you sleep, sluggard? When will 

you arise out of your sleep?  

10 A little sleep, a little slumber, a little folding of the hands to 

sleep:  

11 so your poverty will come as a robber, and your scarcity as an armed 

man.   

12 A worthless person, a man of iniquity, is he who walks with a 

perverse mouth,  

13 who winks with his eyes, who signals with his feet, who 

motions with his fingers, 14 in whose heart is perverseness, who 

devises evil continually, who always sows discord.  

15 Therefore his calamity will come suddenly. He will be 

broken suddenly, and that without remedy.  16 There are six 

things which Yehovah hates; yes, seven which are an 

abomination to him:  

17 arrogant eyes, a lying tongue, hands that shed innocent blood, 

18 a heart that devises wicked schemes, feet that are swift in 

running to mischief,  

19 a false witness who utters lies, and he who sows discord among 

brothers.   
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20 My son, keep your father’s commandment, and do not forsake 

your mother’s teaching.  

21 Bind them continually on your heart. Tie them around your 

neck.  

22 When you walk, it will lead you. When you sleep, it will 

watch over you. When you awake, it will talk with you.  

23 For the commandment is a lamp, and the law is light. 

Reproofs of instruction are the way of life,  

24 to keep you from the immoral woman, from 

the flattery of the wayward wife’s tongue.  

25 Do not lust after her beauty in your heart, neither let 

her captivate you with her eyelids.  

26 For a prostitute reduces you to a piece of bread. The 

adulteress hunts for your precious life.  

27 Can a man carry fire into his lap, and his clothes not be burned? 

28 Or can one walk on hot coals, and his feet not be scorched?  

29 So is he who goes in to his neighbor’s wife. Whoever touches her 

will not be unpunished.  

30 Men do not despise a thief if he steals to satisfy himself when he is 

hungry;  

31 but if he is found, he shall restore seven times. He shall give all 

the wealth of his house.  

32 He who commits adultery with a woman is void of 

understanding. He who does it destroys his own soul. 33 He 

will get wounds and dishonor. His reproach will not be 

wiped away.  

34 For jealousy arouses the fury of the husband. He won’t spare in 

the day of vengeance.  

35 He will accept no compensation, nor be appeased though you give 

many gifts.

1 My son, keep my words. Lay up my commandments within you. 2 

Keep my commandments and live! Guard my teaching as the apple of 

your eye. 3 Bind them on your fingers. Write them on the tablet of your 

heart. 4 Tell wisdom, “You are my sister.” Call understanding your 

relative, 5 that they may keep you from the strange woman, from the 

foreigner who flatters with her words.  

6 For at the window of my house, I looked out through my lattice. 

7 I saw among the simple ones. I discerned among the youths a 

young man void of understanding,  

8 passing through the street near her corner, he went the 

way to her house, 9 in the twilight, in the evening of the day, 

in the middle of the night and in the darkness.  

10 Behold, there a woman met him with the attire of a 

prostitute, and with crafty intent. 11 She is loud and 

defiant. Her feet do not stay in her house. 12 Now she is 

in the streets, now in the squares, and lurking at every 

corner.  

13 So she caught him, and kissed him. With an 

impudent face she said to him: 14 “Sacrifices of 

peace offerings are with me. Today I have paid 

my vows. 15 Therefore I came out to meet you, to 

diligently seek your face, and I have found you.  

16 I have spread my couch with carpets of tapestry, 

with striped cloths of the yarn of Egypt. 17 I have 

perfumed my bed with myrrh, aloes, and cinnamon. 18 

Come, let’s take our fill of loving until the morning. 

Let’s solace ourselves with loving.  

19 For my husband isn’t at home. He has gone on a long 

journey. 20 He has taken a bag of money with him. He will 

come home at the full moon.” 21 With persuasive words, she 

led him astray. With the flattering of her lips, she seduced 

him.  

22 He followed her immediately, as an ox goes to the slaughter, as 

a fool stepping into a noose. 23 Until an arrow strikes through his 

liver, as a bird hurries to the snare, and doesn’t know that it will 

cost his life.   

24 Now therefore, sons, listen to me. Pay attention to the words of my 
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mouth. 25 Do not let your heart turn to her ways. Do not go astray in 

her paths, 26 for she has thrown down many wounded. Yes, all her 

slain are a mighty army. 27 Her house is the way to Sheol, going down 

to the rooms of death.

1 Doesn’t wisdom cry out? Doesn’t understanding raise her voice? 2 On 

the top of high places by the way, where the paths meet, she stands. 3 

Beside the gates, at the entry of the city, at the entry doors, she cries 

aloud:  

4 “I call to you men! I send my voice to the sons of mankind. 5 

You simple, understand prudence! You fools, be of an 

understanding heart!  

6 Hear, for I will speak excellent things. The opening of my 

lips is for right things.  

7 For my mouth speaks truth. Wickedness is an 

abomination to my lips.  

8 All the words of my mouth are in righteousness. There is 

nothing crooked or perverse in them.  

9 They are all plain to him who understands, right to 

those who find knowledge.  

10 Receive my instruction rather than silver, 

knowledge rather than choice gold. 11 For wisdom 

is better than rubies. All the things that may be 

desired can’t be compared to it.   

12 “I, wisdom, have made prudence my dwelling. Find 

knowledge and discretion.  

13 The fear of Yehovah is to hate evil. I hate pride, 

arrogance, the evil way, and the perverse mouth. 14 Counsel 

and sound knowledge are mine. I have understanding and 

power.  

15 By me kings reign, and princes decree justice. 16 By me 

princes rule, nobles, and all the righteous rulers of the earth.  

17 I love those who love me. Those who seek me diligently will find 

me.  

18 With me are riches, honor, enduring wealth, and prosperity.  

19 My fruit is better than gold, yes, than fine gold, my yield 

than choice silver.  
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20 I walk in the way of righteousness, in the middle of the paths of 

justice, 21 that I may give wealth to  

those who love me. I fill their treasuries.    
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22 “Yehovah possessed me in the beginning of his work, before his 

deeds of old. 23 I was set up from everlasting, from the beginning, 

before the earth existed.  

24 When there were no depths, I was born, when there were no 

springs abounding with water.  

25 Before the mountains were settled in place, before the 

hills, I was born;  

26 while as yet he had not made the earth, nor the fields, 

nor the beginning of the dust of the world.  

27 When he established the heavens, I was there. When he 

set a circle on the surface of the deep,  

28 when he established the clouds above, when the springs of the 

deep became strong, 29 when he gave to the sea its boundary, that 

the waters should not violate his commandment,  

when he marked out the foundations of the earth, 30 then I was the 

craftsman by his side. I was a delight day by day, always rejoicing 

before him, 31 rejoicing in his whole world. My delight was with the 

sons of men.   

32 “Now therefore, my sons, listen to me, for blessed are those who 

keep my ways. 33 Hear instruction, and be wise. Do not refuse it.  

34 Blessed is the man who hears me, watching daily at my gates, 

waiting at my door posts.  

35 For whoever finds me, finds life, and will obtain favor from 

Yehovah. 36 But he who sins against me wrongs his own soul. All 

those who hate me love death.”

1 Wisdom has built her house. She has carved out her seven pillars. 2 

She has prepared her meat. She has mixed her wine. She has also set her 

table. 3 She has sent out her maidens. She cries from the highest places 

of the city: 4 “Whoever is simple, let him turn in here!” As for him who 

is void of understanding, she says to him, 5 “Come, eat some of my 

bread, Drink some of the wine which I have mixed! 6 Leave your simple 

ways, and live. Walk in the way of understanding.” 7 One who corrects 

a mocker invites insult. One who reproves a wicked man invites abuse.  

8 Do not reprove a scoffer, lest he hate you.  

Reprove a wise man, and he will love you. 9 Instruct a wise man, 

and he will be still wiser.  

Teach a righteous man, and he will increase in learning.  

10 The fear of Yehovah is the beginning of wisdom. The 

knowledge of the Holy One is understanding.  

11 For by me your days will be multiplied. The years of your 

life will be increased.  

12 If you are wise, you are wise for yourself.  

If you mock, you alone will bear it. 

13 The foolish woman is loud, undisciplined, and knows nothing. 14 

She sits at the door of her house, on a seat in the high places of the city, 

15 to call to those who pass by, who go straight on their ways, 16 

“Whoever is simple, let him turn in here.” as for him who is void of 

understanding, she says to him, 17 “Stolen water is sweet. Food eaten in 

secret is pleasant.” 18 But he doesn’t know that the departed spirits are 

there, that her guests are in the depths of Sheol.  
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24 [↵] 

13 My son, eat honey, for it is good, the droppings of the honeycomb, 

which are sweet to your taste; 14 so you shall know wisdom to be to 

your soul. If you have found it, then there will be a reward: Your hope 

will not be cut off.  

15 Do not lay in wait, wicked man, against the habitation of the 

righteous. Do not destroy his resting place; 16 for a righteous man 

falls seven times and rises up again; but the wicked are overthrown 

by calamity.  

17 Do not rejoice when your enemy falls. Do not let your heart 

be glad when he is overthrown, 18 lest Yehovah see it, and it 

displease him, and he turn away his wrath from him.  

19 Do not fret yourself because of evildoers, neither be 

envious of the wicked; 20 for there will be no reward to 

the evil man. The lamp of the wicked will be snuffed 

out.  

21 My son, fear Yehovah and the king.  

Do not join those who are rebellious; 22 for their calamity will rise 

suddenly.  

Who knows what destruction may come from them both? 23 These also 

are sayings of the wise. To show partiality in judgment is not good. 
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28 [↵] 

9 He who turns away his ear from hearing the law, even his prayer is an 

abomination. 10 Whoever causes the upright to go astray in an evil way, 

he will fall into his own trap; but the blameless will inherit good.  

11 The rich man is wise in his own eyes; but the poor who has 

understanding sees through him.  

12 When the righteous triumph, there is great glory; but 

when the wicked rise, men hide themselves.  

13 He who conceals his sins doesn’t prosper, but whoever 

confesses and renounces them finds mercy.  

14 Blessed is the man who always fears; but one who hardens 

his heart falls into trouble.  

15 As a roaring lion or a charging bear, so is a wicked ruler over 

helpless people. 16 A tyrannical ruler lacks judgment. One who 

hates ill-gotten gain will have long days.  

17 A man who is tormented by life blood will be a fugitive until death; 

no one will support him. 18 Whoever walks blamelessly is kept safe; but 

one with perverse ways will fall suddenly.
